1 Peter 3:18:  18 For Christ also suffered 
once for sins, the just for the unjust, that He 
might bring [f]us to God, being put to death 
in the flesh but made alive by the Spirit. 
 
John 14:6: 6 Jesus said to him, “I am the 
way, the truth, and the life. No one comes to

Revelation 3:20:  
20 Behold, I stand at the door and knock. If 
anyone hears My voice and opens the door, I 
will come in to him and dine with him, and he 
with Me.  
 

Where do you want Christ to be – INSIDE 
your heart? Or OUTSIDE your heart? 
 

You need to choose between two kinds of 
hearts -- the heart with CHRIST (+) inside 
on the throne, and the SELF (S) submitted 
to Him... Or the heart with SELF (S) on the 
throne and CHRIST outside still knocking at 
the door.  Which heart do you want your life 
to be?  Your choice will determine your 
eternal destiny. 

 
 
To receive Christ, sincerely pray: 
 
Dear God in heaven, thank You for loving me 
and for sending Your own Son to become the 
Way back to You. Lord Jesus, thank You for 
knocking at the door of my heart.  I believe 
that You died on the cross to pay for my 
sins, and You rose again to give me the hope 
of eternal life.  I open the door of my heart, 
and I invite You into my heart and receive 
You as my Lord and Savior. Lord Jesus, I 
surrender the throne of my life to You today.  
Forgive me for my self-controlled life in the 
past.  I ask You now  to be the King and 
Savior and Guide of my life. Help me to 
follow You beginning today. Amen." 
 

WHAT NEXT?
